Neem asb kennis dat daar ‘n drukfout voorgekom het in die artikel van Pieter Raath wat verskyn 
het in die jongste weergawe van die SA Vrugte Joernaal (Okt/Nov ’09, Volume 8, Deel 5, Bladsy 83). 
Paragraaf 2 moet as volg lees: 
 
"Voorlopige afbraakstudies wat deur SPT Navorsing uitgevoer is het aangetoon dat, waar tafeldruiwe 
by deurslaan met slegs een spuit van 300ml Ethephon per 1000 L water behandel is, daar wel MRL-
vlakke onder 1.0 mg/kg bereik kan word." 
Ons vertrou dat die onvoorspelbare fout nie enigiemand nadelig beïnvloed nie. 
 

Early Chilean grape crop down by 6% 
 

Information service provider Decofruit forecasts that crop 
volumes of seedless grapes in Atacamaand Coquimbo will 
be 17K MT lower than last year. Unusually adverse 
weather conditions during September and October have 
reduced the availability of early Chilean grapes by an 
estimated 16K MT if compared to last season. Decofruit 
estimates that in the Northern areas the production of 
export table grapes should have an average drop of 6% 
compared to last season 2008/9 exports.  
 
Superior and Flame seedless are the most affected 
varieties. The frosts had an equally negative impact on the 
major production region of the Aconcagua Valley with 
losses anticipated at between 10-30% of the crop. 
Although the losses will be substantial it is still too early to 
give an accurate indication of the damage as some 
production will have time to recover. 
 

SA Seisoen 2009/10 
 
Die eerste druiwe van die nuwe seisoen is die afgelope week 
in die Groblersdal omgewing gepak. Early Sweet® is vir die 
plaaslike mark gepak en volgens Petra Pieterse (NTA) was die 
kwaliteit gemiddeld. Kwaliteit vooruitsigte vir Prime asook die 
opvolgende kultivars is egter op hierdie stadium uitstekend. 
Indien weersomstandighede positief bly sal die eerste 
uitvoerverpakkings in die streek teen volgende week (Week 
45) plaasvind. 
 
Daar word verwag dat die eerste uitvoerverpakkings in die 
Oranjerivier streek in Week 45 sal wees met 
noemenswaardige volumes wat vanaf Week 46 sal realiseer.

WORL FRUIT AND VEGETABLE SHOW 
 
The World Fruit and Vegetable Show which was held in London recently was definitely 
an interesting show especially with the various displayed range of produce and 
products from over 20 countries. This trade show attracted a serious number of buyers 
and sellers. The UK is by no doubt an extremely important traditional market for South 
African table grapes and a show of this kind really assists in increasing awareness of 
South Africa and the quality produce we have to offer. Both Sifiso and I were very 
fortunate to meet not only supermarket buyers but importers from different countries 
who had keen interest in doing business with South Africans. As we walked around the 
trade show, we saw see serious business deals on the go and many others planning a 
bigger and better presence of their produce in the UK in 2010. 
 
Morocco was the host country at this years’ show and definitely arrived in style with a 
very attractive stand and the Princess of Morocco.  The seminar that was hosted by the 
Moroccan Ambassador and Minister of Agriculture outlined clear plans to increase 
direct exports to the UK and inward investments to improve their productivity and 
efficiency in Morocco. There were also other seminars during the event which included 
packaging, banana marketing & transport as well as an important seminar looking at 
consumption and supply trends in fruit and the implications for the UK market. TESCO 
launched their Innovation Award and attracted significant entries. SATI should as an 
industry, enter next year with new innovations in the table grape sector.  It was evident 
that the fruit and vegetable market in the UK is very large and that consumers are still 
not geared on the Government’s targets of Five A Day. SATI’s consumer educational 
campaign at the various retailers in January 2010 will definitely assist in increasing the 
Five A Day message.  
 
The show definitely proved a very important event especially on the awareness of the 
upcoming consumer promotions and it was evident that many see our marketing effort 
as being extremely worthwhile. Some segments of the fruit and vegetables market may 
also be more affected by the recession than others, as shoppers look for more 
economically advantageous alternatives.
